Has your PTA or PTSA ever attended a Kentucky PTA Convention or
Leadership Conference? Has your PTA or PTSA participated in the
new and combined Kentucky PTA Convention/Leadership? Well if you
think it’s time you did, why not apply for a Kentucky PTA grant to
attend this year’s Convention/Leadership, July 16-17, at the Fern
Valley Hotel and Conference Center in Louisville, Kentucky.

Each year Kentucky PTA awards a small number of grants to local
PTAs and PTSAs for participation in Convention/Leadership. The
grant covers one hotel room for one night at the convention/conference
hotel; and one registration fee which covers all scheduled meal events
during the conference. (Transportation to and from the event site plus
additional meals and expenses are the responsibility of the grant
winner.) The reserved hotel room sleeps four and grant winners are
encouraged to bring additional attendees from their PTA/PTSA. The
“designated” officer or chairperson of each grant winning PTA/PTSA
must attend the entire convention/leadership event.
